Respondent is not to have any contact of any type, direct, indirect, or through
ancther person with the Petitioner or her/hisimmediate family, including but not
limited to telephone, fax, e-mail, voice mail, mail, or any other type of contact.

5. This Order shal remain in effect for up to twelve (12) months from thisdate. This Order

6. That this Order appliesin every county throughout the state and it shall be the duty of
every court and every law enforcement officid to enforce and carry out the provisons of
this Order pursuant to O.C.G.A. 88 16-5-94(e) and 19-13-4(d). Law Enforcement
may use their arrest powers pursuant to O.C.G.A. 88 16-5-91 and 17-4-20 to enforce
the terms of this Order.

7. That this Court determined that it had jurisdiction over the parties and the subject matter
under the laws of the State of Georgiaand Respondent received reasonable notice and
had the opportunity to be heard before this Order was issued sufficient to protect the
Respondent’ s due process rights and this Order shdl be presumed vaid and pursuant
t018 U.S.C. § 2265(a) shall be accorded full faith and credit by any other state or
local jurisdiction and shdl be enforced asif an Order of the enforcing state or
juridiction.
